Nursery 3-4
· Self-portrait in paint
· Exploring different ways to make marks
· To enjoy different types of music
· To use objects and props to support play
· Begin to enjoy action songs
· Explore different instruments

Reception
· Pictures of themselves in pastels and paint 
· Use scissors safely
· Experimenting making different colours using powder paints
· To begin to make up their own narratives and songs

Nursery 3-4
· Listen to simple stories (picture books) on the carpet in a small group 
· To start to have conversations with familiar adults (may jump from topic to topic) 
· To understand and answer choice questions e.g. do you …. Which … 
· To speak in at least 2 key words
· To begin to tune into nursery rhymes
· To understand simple instructions of 1 part
· To give attention for a short period of time for an action group time. 
Reception
· Can listen to longer stories e.g. the Gruffalo and be able to say some of what has happened
· To confidentially communicate their needs
· To hold short conversations with familiar adults. 
· Begins to use story vocabulary in their play. 
· To join in with familiar nursery rhymes. 
· To choose a favourite book and asked to be read to. 
· To talk about the book, what they can see and the story, describe what their favourite part is. 
· To begin to show good listening (lola’s rles) 


Autumn 1 – Bears, Welcome and getting to know myself 
Nursery 3-4
· To be able to run 
· To jump with both feet off the ground.
· To begin to use the climbing frame
· To begin to make marks on big paper and boards
· Begin to use pincer grip on larger toys e.g. brushes 
· To begin to put socks on independently e.g. pulling them up themselves. 
P.E Introduction to P.E Unit 1:
· To move sensibly and safely in space considering others. 
· Moving safely and stopping with control. 
· Use equipment safely and responsibly 
· To use different travelling actions To work with others cooperatively. 
· To follow, copy and lead. 
Reception
· To run in different directions safely, without colliding to play games. 
· To begin to use equipment to balance, e.g. walk along a plank
· To balance on a bike for slightly longer distances. 
· To begin to move on a scooter using one foot to help them. 
· Use upper body movements to make marks, rotate and move lower arms and wrists independently e.g pivot station, big writing
· To develop fine motor skills to begin to use a pincer grip, introducing pinch and flick method. 
· To begin to form letters correctly in their name
· Encourage to use forks whilst eating 
· To begin to use two fingered scissors to cut paper

· To learn that places can be special e.g. home, church, school
· Begin to recognise things in a new environment

· To know there are differences between people
Reception
· Learn about Diwali celebration
· Learn about characteristic about yourself

Mathematics
Nursery 3-4

· To show an interest in stories and books.

Reception
· To learn all the pictures for set 1 phonics (RWI)
· Begin to match sounds to letters
· To recognise their own names
· To retell stories via pictures
· To be able to hear initial sounds
· To enjoy choosing a book independently
· To recognise and write some letters from their own name

Nursery 3-4
· Start to play on their own and with others independently
· Start to attempt to put their own clothes on e.g. coat, socks
· To go to the toilet independently 
· To develop friendships with other children, suggesting ideas in play. 
· Develop relationships with familiar adults 
· Recognise and talk about emotions of others, e.g. they are happy, sad
Reception
· Begins to persevere when problems occur in their play 
· Begin to identify their feelings using the 4 zones of regulation
· Begin to think about how their actions can make others feel 
· To manage their own personal hygiene, e.g. washing hands before snack time. 
· To recognise that exercise makes the body feel different. 
· To understand it is important to be healthy e.g. brush teeth, eat well. 
· As a group to lay out rules for their own classroom so everyone is safe and happy. 
· To know that their name is important and individual 
· To start to understand a range of feelings with in themselves e.g. happy, sad, hungry, scared, angry, excited. 
· To understand the class routines. 
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
