Nursery 3-4
· To use props and confidentially, retell parts of story in their play. 
· To develop ping pong conversation with friends
· To express an opinion and give a reason why e.g. put your jumper on, no I’, too hot. 
· To use talk to organise their play and directing others using words. 
· To begin to pronounce set1a sounds correctly
· To begin to play and adapt nursery rhymes

Reception
· To introduce a sequence of actions to their play e.g. run and jump/hop and skip.
· Jump off equipment and land with bent knees on two feet
· To begin to use a 4 wheeled pedal, balancing with support
· To begin to know the benefits of exercise and healthy eating and how your body responds. 
· To form letters correctly, using line guides

Mathematics

Nursery 3-4

· To begin to learn the set one sounds during weekly phonics lessons. 
· To begin to make letter like shapes in their writing. 
· To start to recognise words with the same initial sounds. 
· To clap out syllables in their name. 
· To begin to play and adapt nursery rhymes 
· To retell a familiar story in their play. 
To retell/sequence a story using story maps, props

Reception

· To begin to learn set 2 sounds
· To begin to apply set 2 sounds in their writing. 
· To be able to write a phrase more independently. 
· Too read and enjoy more nonfiction stories. 
· To begin to navigate a non fiction book.
Nursery 3-4

· Begin to wash hands after going to the toilet, before eating. 
· Begin to blow their own nose
· Begin to adapt to change e.g. going on a trip to forest school 
· Begin to solve their own problems/conflicts without adult support
· Follow classroom rules independently and be able to remind others. 
· To begin to recognise their own feeling e.g. happy sad
· To recognise the feelings of others e.g. mad, angry, worried.

Reception
· To have good relationships with peers and adults that are familiar.  
· To begin to review and change their own work. 
· Knowing their behaviour and others behaviours has consequences. 
· Knowing that their contribution, suggestions and ideas are valued in carpet time and when playing with their friends. 
· To begin to know that their behaviour has an impact on the feelings of others. 
· To know the importance of a regular bedtime routine and how we need enough sleep.
