Spring 2 – Dinosaurs, Space and Superheroes

Nursery 3-4

· To begin to count a set of objects to 5. 
· To use mathematical langue to compare sizes and quantities
· To teach the concept of number 1-5, including numeral, visual representation.
· To be able to order the days of the week.  
Reception

· To compare and explore height
· To talk about time
· To sequence and order
· To find and represent 9 and 10
·  To recognise different compositions to 10
· To find 1 more and 1 less
· To recall number bonds to 10
· To double to 10
· To explore odd and evens 
· To find and recognise 3D shapes
· To explore and make more complex patterns
Nursery 3-4

· To start retelling parts of the story in their play
· Begin to have a conversation with a back and forth of at least 3 times (ping pong conversation) with adults
· To request and choose their favourite nursery rhyme.
· To understand simple instructions with 2 parts
· To understand simple why questions e.g. why did the caterpillar get so big?

Reception

· Begin to link two short sentences together. 
· To enjoy rhymes and be able to identify rhyming words. 
· To confidentially give reasons why you have chosen what you have chosen. 
· To continue asking questions to clarify their thinking. 
· Use language to explain how different things work and what happens to them (e.g. butterfly) 
· To engage in non fiction books
· To broaden variety of poems learnt. 
· Them to start using social phrases e.g. asking a friend/adult good morning, how are you?
Nursery 3-4
· To begin to use alternate feet to go up steps and stairs
· More confident in moving in different ways such as hopping and skipping. 
· To make circular marks on big paper. 
· Start to use one handed equipment with more control e.g snipping with scissors 
· To use one foot at a time to move faster on a balance bike. 
To be able to put socks and shoes on independently.
PE Gymnastics unit 1
· To copy and create shapes with your body
· To be able to create shapes whilst on apparatus
· To develop balancing and taking weight on different body parts
· To develop jumping and landing safely
· To develop rocking and rolling
· To copy and create short sequences linking actions together.
Reception
· To confidentially hop, skip and jump with two feet.
· To jump off equipment and begin to make shapes
· To use upper body strength to hang from bars
· To confidentially carry equipment up and down hills and steps. 
· To start to use a two wheeled scooter
· Confidently use a balance bike to travel a significant distance, using brakes to stop
· Become more comfortable using the tripod grip while holding pencils etc. 
· Form letters in the correct direction and smaller in size 
· To follow simple lines to cut, cutting more accurately, to make things e.g. a net for an Easter basket.  

P.E gymnastics Unit 2
· To create short sequences using shapes, balances and travelling actions. 
· To develop balancing and safely using apparatus 
· To develop jumping and landing safely from a height. 
· To develop rocking and rolling. 
· To explore travelling around over and through apparatus 
· To create short sequences linking actions together and including apparatus.


Physical Development


Nursery 3-4

· Join different materials and explore different textures
· To begin to draw in more detail 
· To request favourite songs
· To make a model and talk about it

Reception

· To keep the pulse as part of a group and play alongside each other. 
· To cut out shapes following a curved line
· To enjoy poetry and chose a favourite poem
· Able to praise other children’s performances and giving a reason for it. 
· To adapt familiar songs to create a new one
· Use pencils, pastels and water colours to create observational art of flowers.  

Nursery 3-4

· To be introduced to other religions (Islam) 
· To understand that dinosaurs lived in the past and do not live now. 
· To look for signs of spring
· [bookmark: _heading=h.30j0zll]To look at different jobs e.g. people that help us.

Reception

· Learn about Islam
· To begin to understand the concept of time e.g. dinosaurs lived in the past 
· To create a timeline of their lives 
· To look at events from the past e.g. moon landing, dinosaurs archaeology
·  To notice signs of Spring
· To understand people have different jobs and roles

Mathematics

Nursery 3-4

· To engage in extended conversations about stories, learning new vocabulary.
· To start to use their own print for meaning. eg writing a shopping list. 
· To request and choose their favourite nursery rhyme. 
· To choose their own favourite book

Reception

· To begin to segment CVC words with special friends
· To consistently apply set 1 sounds in their writing. 
· To orally rehearse a sentence, write it and read it back
· To create a variety of different narratives to their play

Nursery 3-4

· To share and take turns with reduced adult support. 
· Begin joining in with familiar routines e.g. phonics
· To follow classroom rules independently with no or little reminders. 
· To take off and put on coats and shoes and socks independently (help needed with left and right) 

Reception
· To begin work collaboratively to overcome problems/conflicts 
· To start to use zones of regulation strategies independently to change the way they are feeling.  
· To start to understand the importance of a healthy diet, growing, and trying vegetables in school. 
· To begin to understand why it is important to wash ourselves and clean our teeth, to kill germs. 
· To remind other children in the class if they are not following the rules. 
· To know it is ok to play independently and part of a group. 
· Be able to take turns when playing in a small group.
